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B Tomb no. 248

Tomb 248, belonging to the Phoenician necropolis and one of the closest in line with the

residential area, is one of the oldest tombs of the Monte Sirai settlement. The tomb dates
to the early decades of the 6th century BC.

It is a large rectangular pit where the body was laid in a supine position. The tomb was
covered with three large stone slabs. The items accompanying the deceased were Phoe-
nician ceramics, both turned (such as pitchers with mushroom rims, plates, a transporta-
tion amphora) and kneaded. There is also a steatite scarab made in the Egyptian ateliers
in Naucratis, no later than 570 BC. The monumental relevant of the tomb, the ceramics in

the tomb and the scarab has allowed a hypothesis that the buried person was one of a
high social class.
