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Phoenician Amphorae (Phoenician Age) 

The term "amphora" indicates a terracotta container with a tapered or globular shape, 

provided with two handles, used in antiquity to transport liquid (wine, oil) or solid (wheat 

or other grains) foodstuffs. 

A fragment of Phoenician amphora was found during the excavations carried out by the 

Archaeological Heritage department in Posada, which consisted of part of the rim, 

neck and shoulder (fig. 1); it is characterised by a compact mixture and by a surface with a 

light pink film. This fragment should probably be connected to the Ramon T-3.1.1.2. type, 

identified as central Mediterranean amphorae produced in Motya and Carthage and 

their surrounding areas, dating from the second half of the eighth century B.C. 

and much of the seventh century B.C. (figs. 2-3-4). 

This type of amphora was probably intended to contain and transport wine.
