Sa Porta 

The main entrance to the fortified village of Posada was Sa Porta, that was an entrance in 

the western part of the southern wall (fig. 1). The passage is still well preserved and con-

sists of a depressed arch with two holes above it the function of which is not clear (fig. 2) 

In the inner façade, the old overhead walkway where the guards kept watch over the 

passage is still visible above the arch. The façade also contains the remains of a Guelph-

type battlement above the depressed arch (fig. 3). At the moment it is not possible to 

check the stretch of wall where the door opened because this has been incorporated by 

the expansion of the city centre.
