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Sa Corva (the second gate) 

The second gate to the fortified village of Posada, known as Sa Corva (fig. 1 ) has a first 

access arch, with relative window, probably a modification to an original postern. It has a 

massive square structure, that stands above the natural rock layer (figs. 2-3). A second 

depressed arch, which is wider than the arch on the external façade, is the inner part (fig. 

4): this is where the entrance narrows, making defence in the event of enemy attack eas-

ier. No housing is visible on the façades for the gate's wooden shutter.
