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The second boundary wall 

The second wall of the castle della Fava (fig. 1) is better preserved in elevation: it is still 

possible to see the presence of Guelph like battlements and the overhead walkway that 

characterised the inner part (fig. 2). Like the others, this wall was also constructed directly 

on the rock, following the gradient of the slope, that is very steep at this point (fig. 3). 

Access to the second perimeter wall is still framed by large jambs (fig. 4) which have been 

reinforced over the centuries, as can be seen by the different frame in the wall next to the 

left jamb.
