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Inner ring wall 

The inner wall of the castle della Fava stands on the top of the hill (fig. 1), with a perimeter 

still visible above ground (fig. 2) only along the northern side and that oscillates between 

37 metres to the east and 21-28 metres on the remaining sides. Access to the place-of-

arms was originally guaranteed by a portal, preceded by a series of steps carved into the 

rock, originally allowed access to the parade ground (fig. 3). The jambs of the entrance 

remain and a part of the curve in the wall that closed off the opening at the top is still 

visible. This ring wall also has the remains of Guelph-type battlements and, like the others, 

is built directly on the rock (fig. 4).
