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Clay-bricks 

Several simple tiles and roof tiles have been found inside the courtyard and the rooms 

located around the Palace of Baldu (fig. 1) Due to the collapse of the elevations of the 

seventeen rooms and of the tower in some cases, such as in the kappa (κ) room, it has been 

possible to locate the roof which covered them, almost completely.

Not far from the church of Santo Stefano, a kiln (fig. 2) has been found: around this pro-

duction area, waste from work has been found, mostly tiles, bricks, round and square roof 

tiles that became deformed when fired (fig. 3), that allowed the hypothesis that the bricks 

used in the rooms and tower were made in loco.
