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The aspe 

The church of San Nicola, with its single nave, has a single space around it divided into 

two bays, which correspond to the two square cross vaults, separated by an arch set on 

two lesenes that dived the space into two. The semicircular apse facing east (figs. 1-2) is 

attached to the overall space, comprising the juxtaposition of the two cubic spaces. The 

apse has an end dual-line cornice and is embellished with twin-archivaults along the cor-

nice and by a lesene that divides the surface into two parts, each open onto a stepped 

single-light window (figs. 3-4)
