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The bell tower 

The church of San Nicola must also have had a bell tower, but archaeologists have not yet 

found results of this from the digs carried out. Some rooms have been found in the east-

ern part of the monastery that may refer to the bell tower, or some rooms serving the 

tower, but the data is still being studied (figs. 1-4). Considering that all the area has 

brought to light large traces of ash and carbon throughout the digs, due to the serious 

fire in the 14th century, it could be thought that the bell tower, like the monastery, was 

destroyed by flames.
