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The monastery 

The  monastery was built after the church of S. Nicola, partly making use of its south side 

(figs. 1-4). It appears to have had a large community and had a large courtyard, around 

which the cloisters were built, with several rooms on two floors around that: the ground 

floor presumably contained the warehouses, the kitchens, the refectory and perhaps the 

chapter house. The upper floor must have housed the monks’ cells and probably the li-

brary. There was a well in the centre of the courtyard. Archaeological digs revealed that 

the monastery was destroyed by a fire around the middle of the 14th century and was 

later abandoned, while the church continued to be used.
