Bonorva is in a geographic area with a high concentration of domus de janas style pre-
Nuragic funeral hypogeums (4th-3rd millennium B.C.) (figs. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5), grouped together
in necropolis (Montigiu Zuffinu, Puttos de Inza, Sant’Andrea Priu, Monte Donna, Monte
Cannas, Furria Cuguttu, Scala Accalzos, Mariani, Sa Pala Larga, San Lorenzo, Funtana Tut-
turche, Funtana Elighe, Funtana Su Cannisone, Abialzu) or in groups of two tombs (Ca-

dreas, Fruiles, Monte Abile, Sos Passizos), and rarely isolated ones (Santu Larentu).

About one hundred domus de janas are known in the hilly area east of the fertile Santa

Lucia plain, dug along the outcrops and ridges of reddish ignimbrite.

Tombs are proof of the presence of neo-Aeneolithic agricultural communities in the fer-
tile part of the area, although there are few settled areas to refer to; the Ferulosu site,

with its straight and circular dwellings, is a rare exception.
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
