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B Circle No. 3

With its 4.40 metres of diameter, the dolmen circle no. 3 is the smallest in the necropolis
of Li Muri (fig. 1). Included within the megalithic funerary architecture, it consists of a
circular ring of stones, covered when used as a tomb by a circular mound of earth and
rubble almost forming a small hill, within which the stone cista was located off centre.

The latter is a burial chamber, N-S oriented, obtained by driving four granite slabs into
the ground, covered by a flat arched slab (fig. 2), so as to obtain a flat covering. Inside it

could contain one or at most two burials.

Only the stones of the double external walls and the cista they enclose still remain of the
entire circle. The small sized rubble it contains is all that remains today of the original

mound (fig. 3).
