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Arzachena during the Nuraghic Age 

The territory of Arzachena played a very important role during the Nuraghic Age, given 

its position which visually controlled the access to the Gulf of Cugnana, an important 

coastal communication route. The plentiful data concerning the early findings in the area, 

documents that there are various archaeological sites such as nuraghi, tafoni, walls, hut 

villages, burial and worship areas, often related to each other, whose settlement choices 

were strongly influenced by the local granitic geomorphology. Characteristic towns of the 

Nuraghic Age are those of the complex of Albucciu (fig. 1), enclosed in the mountains of 

San Pantaleo, Luogosanto in the Limbara massif, and of La Prisgiona (fig. 2) in Capichera.
