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B Other examples of giants’ tombs in the territory
of Dorgali

Based on data from a recent systematic census in the area of Dorgali, more than forty
Giants' tombs have been found so far (figs. 1,2,3). The space between this type of funeral
monument in relation to the Nuragic settlements shows the high density of this type of
monument in which the giants’ tombs tend to mark the relevant points in the territory to
outline the limits and communication paths.

Built in local stone, already plundered during ancient times, they are for the most part
completely destroyed (Sant'Arvara, Isalle, S"Ulumu, Su Muristéne).

There are essentially two types, i.e. The Dolmen-orthostatic type (most of them) and with
a Isodomic structure. The tombs of Matta ‘e Sole, Thomes, Abba Noa |, Sedda de Sarviti,
Tinnias, Lottoni, Biristeddi Il still have large arched, monolithic or bilithic stelae. The
toothed ashlar was found in Biristeddi, Nuraghe Mannu and Francudunue Il. These tombs
are found closed to Nuraghi or villages, with which they are closely related culturally, or
topographically; in other cases they were discovered isolated, in pairs (Abba Noa, Muris-
tene, Francudunue, San Nicola, Baru-Picchio, Zorza Pranos, Doinanigoro), or even in

threes in one single area (Biristeddi).
