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Bronze buttons 

The layers of earth that filled the burial crypt have returned a large variety of buttons1 

(figs. 1-5), many of which are in bronze and small in size.

Among the variety of buttons found, there were some with a bronze layer  - in one case 

golden - that covered a wooden centre. Larger than the others, some disk shaped but-

tons brought about the theory that they were used for the specific function of holding 

together the sides of a cloak2 (fig. 4). Finds include more particular clothing items like 

cuff-links3 (fig. 5).
