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B Occlusion of the sewer

A stretch of sewer was found under the paving of the Sant’Eulalia area, which served a
larger area than the one identified in the archaeological digs'. The archaeologists found
the sewers that appeared to be full of mud that was deposited after a flood and was

not there due to an obstruction from a stone block obstructing them (figs. 1-2).

This filled sewer crystallised the moment when the sewer was no longer used, keeping
daily items inside it that had dropped in there or had been thrown in there with the
wastewater. The lack of? (fig. 3) items in there from before the 8th century allowed us
to state that the sewer stopped being used towards the end of the 7th-8th century A.D.,

a moment when probably, this sector or the quarter was losing its residential purpose?>.
