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M Closure /ntercolumni

After the mid V century A.D., in the district of Sant’Eulalia, the portico started to lose
its main function, and there was a changing need for a closed space. The intercolumni’
of the northern half of the colonnade (figs. 1-3) were walled with shaped limestone

blocks to adhere perfectly to the column sections * forming a continuous wall structure’.

The stone elements were probably recovered by stripping * the opposite wall, from
which a seat was made. This trick created a closed space joined to a part of the portico
and some of its construction elements were re-used in other structures. A further wall
structure was built, perpendicular to the portico's back wall, to border the south side

of this new environment®.
