The Well 

The well is in the residential district East of the paved road of Sant’Eulalia, in the inner 

courtyard of a domus1; it was fed by an underground spring via a channel dug out of 

the rock. Finding the well was a moment of considerable importance for the Sant’Eulalia 

area. Finding it, which occurred when humidity problems in the sacristy were being 

dealt with, started the archaeological area survey.2. When the archaeologists emptied 

the well, for a depth of about 10 metres, they also found some stairs, that is steps, used 

to descend to maintain the water supplies.3.    

The well was transformed over the 6th century: the entry level was raised  to 6 metres 

to serve the upper church building and it was placed as a square post (fig. 2) comprising 

limestone parallelipeds.

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During those modifications, they also built some wall structures (fig.2): one of these 

flanking its barrel shows a fictile pipe (fig. 3) which supplied the natural water reserve
