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B The so-called “feeding troughs”

We can possibly place a number of modifications made to the houses in the VI century
A.D. They were implemented by adding wall structures and creating new spaces.’. For
example, inside a room on the southeast side of the street, the floor - raised in the same
period (figs. 1-2) had two stone parallelepiped tubs, with holes in the corners, which we

still do not know the use of.

According to the most credited hypothesis, they were animal feeding troughs or trays
connected to a crafts activity (fig. 3)% in both cases, it was a new rural use, thus revealing
the area's changed socio-economic situation, associating the crafts function to the resi-
dential district.
