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VII century building  

In the area previously occupied by the colonnade's rear wall, now hidden by a landfill 

(fig. 1), a large quadrangular environment was built, parallel to the previously built 

buildings and aligned with the West side of the paved road, in particular the continua-

tion of the wall in opus africanum created to narrow the original road width (fig. 2)1.

That structure is all that remains of the large complex formed by a series of orthogonal 

rooms, identified - and then destroyed -  for about 22 metres.2. The environment has a 

less refined masonry texture than other constructions in the area but still conserves a 

good part of the raised part in limestone blocks (fig. 3). It was most probably the last 

urban building built in the area, before its was definitely abandoned. In the most ac-

cepted hypothesis, this building can be dated about VII century A.D.
