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The area of the Cornus basil

They found a cathedral (fig. 1) in the Columbaris basilica area investigated in 1964, South
of the cemetery chamber. That building rose on a funerary area and has a three-nave plan,

preceded by a narthex (fig. 2)

The central nave contains some dividing walls, that make one presume the presence of a
number of rooms in succession: past the narthex, there is a room interpreted as a quadra-
tum populi, from where one entered a long, narrow space set latitudinally. An opening
with some steps led to a raised floor where the altar stood, with the ciborium made of
columns.

Some steps then led to the entrance of the most sacred area, which was raised, and on the
back of which the apse was built into the perimeter wall facing east. Inside was the altar,

raised by four steps (figs. 3-4), while the sides contained the pastoforia.

The two side naves are not specular, with a division into rooms and chapels used for un-
known activities (fig. 5) It is thought that the basilica was covered by a wooden roof, given
the reduced thickness of the supporting walls; also the finding of bases and capitals, dated
between the mid 4th and mid 5th century, make one think of the presence of columns
between the naves.

The Cornus cathedral has a number of characteristics that place it in relation to the epis-
copal basilicas in Syria, Africa and the Balearic islands in the 5th century because of the
three-nave room with an altar in the centre of the middle nave and the engraved apse;
the shape of the presbitery, the long apse and the size of the naves. The room was com-
municating (fig. 6) and tangent on the southern side with the baptistery basilica which,
however, had the apse on the West. The construction of double opposite churches has

close comparisons in some African churches.

It is possible to attribute the complex to between the end of the 4th and the 5th century is
also due to this feature. In this moment, there was a phase of reorganisation in the Cornus
basilica area: the floor was raised, causing the bases of the ciborium to be hidden over the

altar and the left nave was narrowed by the building of a walled structure (fig. 7)

Some burials were placed in the space between the older floor in opus signinum and
newer floor made with phonolite slabs. In the 6th century, an inscription was found in the

right hand nave, that mentions Abus Iscribonissa, an African person (fig. 8).

The slow disuse and resulting abandon of the church probably occurred during the end

of the VII and start of the VIII century, because structural damage due to a fire.
