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B Sarcophagi

The archaeological site of San Saturnino is located in the eastern part of the city of Ca-
gliari, an area which in ancient times stood outside the city limits and was part of the
necropolis extending east of the town, from today's Viale Regina Margherita up to the
Bonaria hill. Here you can still see the surviving evidence of the necropolis and the Basilica

dedicated to the martyr Saturnino.

In the burial area alongside the church, there are various types of tomb, including several
sarcophagi: these were made as crates, and were used to contain the body of a deceased
person buried by inhumation. The term comes from the Greek words sarx, sarcos (meat)
and faghein (eating) and derives from the ancient belief according to which the corpses
were quickly consumed by a particular type of limestone from the region of Troas which
the funerary crates were made of. The examples found in the San Saturnino necropolis
are made in both marble and stone, and in most cases have no decoration, they are simply
shaped and were often placed in the ground; others are strigilated on the front (i.e. dec-
orated with 'S’ shaped grooves) or with other subjects, intended to be on view, and placed

along walls or in niches inside the mausoleums (figs. 1-4).
